Mark Twain once wrote: “This is the day upon which we are reminded 
of what we are on the other three hundred and sixty-four.”  Twain is 
referring to the first day of April or, as it has come to be known as, 
April Fool’s Day. While the first day of the fourth month of the year is 
certain to bring shenanigans and tomfoolery, what is not so certain is 
the origin of the month’s name.

Prior to the addition of January and February by King Numa Pompilius 
around 700 BC, April was the second month of the Roman calendar 
year – March being the first. Around 450 BC, April slipped into 
the fourth slot and assigned 29 days. With the introduction of the 
Gregorian calendar by Pope Gregory XIIII in 1582, an extra day was 
added and thus ‘30 days hath April.’

Though April’s derivation is not certain, a common theory is that the 
name is rooted in the Latin Aprilis which is derived from the Latin 
aperire meaning “to open” – perhaps a reference to the opening or 
blossoming of flowers and trees, a common occurrence throughout 
the month of April. Another theory holds that since months are often 
named for gods and goddess and since Aphrilis is derived from the 
Greek “Aphrodite,” one can surmise that the month was named for the 
Greek goddess of love, whom the Romans called Venus.

Around the 5th century AD, the Anglo-Saxons referred to the month of 
April as Oster-monath or Eostre-monath, a reference to the goddess 
Eostre, whose feast occurred during this month. The Venerable Bede, 
a monk from the Northumbrian monastery of Saint Peter, believed this 
gave root to the word Easter – most often observed during the month 
of April.

In the end though, the third 
test was most frustrating with India losing its advantage as the tail-
enders of the Australian batting order held on till last session for a 
draw. As both teams went to Dharamsala for the final test with the 
series still poised at 1-1, history was about to be made. It was still 
anybody’s game. It was also to be the first test match to be ever 
played at Dharamsala, a beautiful mountainous region in Shimla. 
Australia came with determination to win, posing a total of 300, to 
which the Indians replied with a 332. Australia looked all but ready to 
pose another huge total and go back home with the Border-Gavaskar

trophy. Debutant Kuldeep Yadav though, had other plans. The 22 year 
old debutant, along with Jadeja and Ashwin routed the Australians to 
a total of just 137, effecting a complete reversal of fortunes from the 
first test. India was playing without Captain Virat Kohli in the last test, 
but you could barely tell by the way they won the game. Kuldeep 
brought into the game something we hadn’t seen for many years, 
the left arm Chinaman taking everyone (including the Australian 
middle order) by surprise. His surprise inclusion in the team wasn’t 
as surprising as the ease with which he slayed the middle order. The 
series was won in style by our boys in blue, concluding it with an easy 
8 wicket win .This was a series nobody would forget soon; a series 
that embodied the very beauty of test cricket, and a befitting end to a 
most productive season for team India.

Hyderabad is the common capital of the 
states of Telangana and  Andhra Pradesh. 
Situated at an altitude of 542 metres on 
hilly terrain around artificial lakes, including 
Hussain Sagar, occupying 650 square 
kilometres along the banks of the Musi River, 
it has an estimated population of about 8.7 
million, making it the fourth most populous 
city in India. 

A city rich with history and tradition, Hyderabad 
now competes with Bangalore and Chennai 
for the crown of India’s IT capital; Microsoft 
and Google have their India headquarters 
here. Steeped in history, thronged with people 
and buzzing with commerce, the Old City of 
Hyderabad is one of India’s most evocative 
ancient quarters. Hyderabad’s other pole is 
far younger and west of the centre – its Hi-
Tech City, or ‘Cyberabad’, and other districts 
like Banjara Hills and Jubilee Hills – are replete 
with dazzling malls, multiplexes, clubs, pubs 
and sleek restaurants.

Some of the tourist attractions include...

Charminar: Mohammed 
Quli Qutb Shah, the 
founder of Hyderabad, built 
Charminar in 1591 at the 
centre of the original city 
layout.

Mecca Masjid: A two 
hundred yards southwest of 
the Charminar is the Mecca 
Masjid, so named because 
the bricks were brought 
from Mecca to build the 

central arch. The Qutb Shahis never finished 
the building of the mosque, which was 
completed by Aurangzeb in 1694. 

Laad Baazar: This is 
famous, colourful shopping 
centre of the old city, tucked 
away in one of the streets 
leading off from Charminar. 
Bridal wear, Pearls and 

the traditional Hyderabadi glass and stone 
studded bangles are sold here.

Golconda Fort: The origins 
of the fort can be traced 
back to the Yadava dynasty 
of Deogiri and the Kakatiyas 
of Warangal. The first three 
Qutb Shahi kings rebuilt 

Golconda, over a span of 62 years. The fort is 
famous for its acoustics, palaces, ingenious 
water supply system and the famous Fateh 
Rahben gun, one of the cannons used in the 
last siege of Golconda by Aurangzeb.
	

Taramati Baradari: With 
two fully equipped theatres, 
Taramati Baradari Culture 
Village is the perfect 
venue for music concerts, 
performing arts, social 

events etc. 
	

Birla Mandir  (Venkateswara 
Temple) : This white 
marble temple of Lord 
Venkateshwara floats on the 
city skyline, on Kala Pahad. 
The idol in the temple is a 

replica of the one at Tirumala Tirupati
	

Birla Planetarium : Birla 
Planetarium is India’s 
most modern planetarium 
and first of its kind in the 
country. It is equipped with 

advanced technology from Japan and is built 
on Naubat Pahad adjacent to Kala Pahad. 
And the Science Museum stands tribute to 
the advancement achieved by Science and 
Technology.

 Salar Jung Museum: This 
museum houses one of the 
biggest one-man collections 
of antiques of the world by 
Mir Yousuf Ali Khan, Salar 
Jung III. The objects d’art 

include Persian carpets, Moghal miniatures, 
Chinese porcelain, Japanese lacquerware, 
famous statues including the Veiled Rebecca 
and Marguerite and Mephistopheles, a 
superb collection of jade, daggers belonging 
to Queen Noor Jahan and the Emperors 
Jahangir and Shah Jahan, Aurangzeb’s 
sword and many other fabulous items.
	

AP State Archaeological 
Museum: A visit to the 
Andhra Pradesh State 
Archaeological Museum 
is a delight for art lovers. 
Located in the picturesque 

Public Gardens, the museum boasts of one 
of the richest repositories of antiques and art 
objects in the country. Built in 1920 by the 
Nizam VII, the museum building itself is a 
fine example of Indo-Saracenic architecture. 
The museum contains a Buddhist gallery, 
Brahmanical & Jain gallery, Bronze gallery, 
Arms & Armour gallery, Numismatics gallery, 
Ajanta gallery and more. Adjacent to the State 
Museum is the Contemporary Art Museum.

Earth Day is an annual event celebrated on April 22. Worldwide, 
various events are held to demonstrate support for environmental 
protection. First celebrated in 1970, Earth Day events in more than 
193 countries are now coordinated globally by the Earth Day Network. 
On Earth Day 2016, the landmark Paris Agreement was signed by 
the United States, China, and some 120 other countries This signing 
satisfied a key requirement for the entry into force of the historic draft 
climate protection treaty adopted by consensus of the 195 nations 
present at the 2015 United Nations Climate Change Conference in 
Paris.

In 1969 at a UNESCO Conference in San Francisco, peace activist 
John McConnell proposed a day to honor the Earth and the concept 
of peace, to first be celebrated on March 21, 1970, the first day of 
spring in the northern hemisphere. This day of nature's equipoise was 
later sanctioned in a proclamation written by McConnell and signed 
by Secretary General U Thant at the United Nations. A month later a 
separate Earth Day was founded by United States Senator Gaylord 
Nelson as an environmental teach-in first held on April 22, 1970. 
Nelson was later awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom award in 
recognition of his work. While this April 22 Earth Day was focused on 
the United States, an organization launched by Denis Hayes, who was 
the original national coordinator in 1970, took it international in 1990 
and organized events in 141 nations. 

Numerous communities celebrate Earth Week, an entire week of 
activities focused on the environmental issues that the world faces. In 
2017, the March for Science occurs on Earth day (April 22, 2017) and 
is followed by the People's Climate Mobilization (April 29.

In 2016, Earth Day coincided with the signing of the Paris Agreement 
and was themed around "Trees for the Earth." The theme for 2017 
is "Environmental & Climate Literacy." Education is the foundation for 
progress. We need to build a global citizenry fluent in the concepts of 
climate change and aware of its unprecedented threat to our planet. 
We need to empower everyone with the knowledge to inspire action 
in defense of environmental protection. Environmental and climate 
literacy is the engine not only for creating green voters and advancing 
environmental and climate laws and policies but also for accelerating 
green technologies and jobs.

In 1948, the WHO held the First World Health Assembly. The Assembly 
decided to celebrate 7 April of each year, with effect from 1950, as the 
World Health Day. The World Health Day is held to mark WHO's founding, 
and is seen as an opportunity by the organization to draw worldwide 
attention to a subject of major importance to global health each year. The 
WHO organizes international, regional and local events on the Day related 
to a particular theme. World Health Day is acknowledged by various 
governments and non-governmental organizations with interests in public 
health issues, who also organize activities and highlight their support in 
media reports, such as the Global Health Council. 

World Health Day is one of eight official global health campaigns marked 
by WHO, along with World Tuberculosis Day, World Immunization Week, 
World Malaria Day, World No Tobacco Day, World AIDS Day, World Blood 
Donor Day, and World Hepatitis Day.

WORDSWORTH: 
THE NATURE POET OF ALL TIMES!

After Shakespeare and Milton, the poet who has settled well deep 
in the heart is William Wordsworth. He has established for Nature a 
unique place and a Universal appeal in his poems in literature which 
no one has superseded and surpassed so far in the world. Generally 
poets depict the beauty of Nature or show the similarities between 
the different moods of men and the sound, the fury, the gentility, etc. 
of Nature. But in the case of Wordsworth, Nature itself seems to have 
expressed everything for him through his pen like a benign teacher 
does to a good student. Indeed the knowledge Wordsworth gained 
from Nature by his eyes, ears, through his sense-perception and his 
thought conception helped him to develop his inner-self in Nature 
can be seen in his poems such as Tintern Abbey, Ode: Intimations 
of Immortality Recollected From Childhood, The Prelude and so on. 
His feeling and thought, the growth of his mind rather the development 
of his inner life from the childhood up to 28 years is expressed in The 
Prelude which is in fact a spiritual autobiography of Wordsworth in 
the Epic form. Actually he planned to write about Man, Nature and 
Society in The Recluse for which The Prelude was written as an 
introduction. But the Recluse was not written and so, The Prelude 
was revised and corrected into complete piece by itself. Perhaps what 
was left by Wordsworth might be continued to the end by some poet 
in the future to give a system of philosophy he was trying to achieve! 
However with the two smaller poems, Tintern Abbey and Immortality 
Ode, the genius of Wordsworth can be appreciably judged. That to 
the spontaneous expression of Tintern Abbey itself composed without 
any alteration within 4 or 5 days on his journey from Tintern Abbey via 
Wye to Bristol clearly distinguishes Wordsworth's different phases of 
love for Nature. 	
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
